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WILKIE WINS THREE TITLES IN USA

David Wilkie, World, European and Commonwealth Champ-
ion had three magnificent victories in the 1976 US
National Amateur Athletic Union swimming championships
at Long Beach, California.

The 22 vyear old representing the University of Miami
upset world record holder Bruce Furniss winning the 200
metres Individual Medley final in 2 min. 06.25 just outside
the current world mark of 2 min. 06.08

Wilkie had two great swims in the Breaststroke events —
giving the Scot two further victories over world record
holder John Henken of the USA in the fastest times re-
corded this year. Ifi the 100 metres final Wilkie won in
1 min. 04.46. The 200 metres event resulted in the tall
Scot winning in 2 min. 18.48 only .27 secs. outside
Henckens current record. These performances by Wilkie
so early in the season augours well for him at Montreal.
Unfortunately the 200 metres Individual Medley is not
included in the Olympic programme at Montreal.

Other Successes in the USA

Alan McClatchey swimming for Michigan set new British
records in the 400 Metres Ind. Medley — 4 min. 34.23
coming 6th in the final and in the 400 metres Freestyle
final his time of 4 min. 01.56 was inside the previous
British best held by fellow Scot (Gordon Downie).

Jimmy Carter (Mission Viejo) came 5th in the final of the
200 metres Backstroke his time 2 min. 06.87 a British
Record was 1.26 secs. inside his own present British mark.

Two English swimmers achieved good performances —
Duncan Goodhew who was placed third in both Breaststroke
events. Christine Jarvis won the Womens 100 metres
Breaststroke in a new British Record time of 1 min. 14.70
the former Bedford swimmer gained the silver medal in the
200 metres Breaststroke final her time of 2 min. 41.96 was
a new British Record.

COCA-COLA SHORT COURSE

Scots did not impress at the ASA Short Course Champion-
ships at Worthing. Our only success was Anglo Scot
Graeme Gibson (Beckenham) who won two titles the
womens 400/800 metres freestyle events. And gained
the silver medal in the 200 metres Freestyle.

Miss Gibson is likely to be missing from the GB team
at Minsk. Coach Hammy Smith has organised a ten day
training camp at Stirling University for the Beckenham

squad.

Vivien Heddleston (Falkirk) and Jim Connor (City of
Glasgow) reached finals, but failed to win medals.

However, Gordon Hewitt (Cardiff) came second in the
mens 200 metres Fly in a personal best time of 2 min 7 secs.

A success at these championships was the introduction
of Consolation Finals.
